The Tucson Quilters Guild, founded in 1976 by Carolyn O'Bagy Davis, had 10 members. Membership 
has increased continually over the last 34 years, hovering around 700 members for the last 
few years. The Arizona Quilters Hall of Fame inducted Carolyn in 2010 for her work in 
recording Arizona Quilting history. In a single year, the Tucson Quilters Guild outreach 
programs have donated 461 quilts, taught 90 young people to quilt, donated 82 dressed 
teddy bears, and donated 1,260 placemats.
